The 
p a s t o r h a d n o t b e e n 
receiving his paycheck, 
other staff members weren’t 
being paid, things were 
starting to be left undone at 
the church because the funds 
weren’t there to provide as 
was needed.  

The pastor heard what God 
was saying to them along 
with the congregation and 
began to declare ”I have a 
supply”.  By acknowledging 
the provision God HAS 
ALREADY made for us 
through Christ Jesus, the 
church funds began to come 
in. Within 6 months they 
were caught up on all the 
past monies that were due 
and within 8 months they 
paid the entire church and 
property off in full!  

We have (for the most part) 
been need conscious. In 
these last days we must 
become supply conscious. 
When we are conscious of 
God’s liberal supply of 
health, wealth, knowledge, 
w i s d o m , p e a c e a n d 
understanding and we begin 
to speak of it on a regular 
basis, His Supply will begin 
to manifest as ours. 

Jesus has already provided 
for us liberally through His 
s a c r i f i c e . T h r o u g h 
fellowship with Him and His 
Word and speaking in 
accordance with His supply 
we access what belongs to 
us. There is an acceleration 
of His provision that can 
take place as we set it in our 
hearts to speak these things.  
T h a n k y o u f o r y o u r 
c o n t i n u e d f a i t h f u l 
par tnersh ip as we are 
working together with Him.
